Development of a
project of maintenance and renovation fund’ s budget for the housing association. Preparation of a draft of the
property management contract of a chosen residential property. Evaluation of the economic efficiency of investment
options in the property management plan.

LECTURES: Property management in the management theory - structural, functional and institutional approach.
Development of property management in Poland. Forms and activities of the management of jointly owned
property. Legal status of the property manager. The essence, goals and functional scope of property management in
various market segments. The design, scope and form of a property management contract. Ethics and standards in
property management. Economic and organizational aspects of management of various types of property. Public real
estate resources management. Elements of planning in property management - goals and functions of the plan,
methodology of preparing property management plans.
